1 Physical exam
— Holosystolic murmur increases with inspiration
— Jugular Venous pressure
— Systolic pulsations over the 2nd LICS
— RV Heave
— RV S3 gallop
— Pulsatile liver/hepatomegaly
— Diastolic murmur
— Hepatojugular reflux
— Peripheral edema
